Key Scriptures: 
John 13:34-35 "A new command I give you: Love 
one another. As I have loved you, so you must 
love one another. 35 By this all men will know 
that you are my disciples, if you love one an-
other."  
 
John 17:20-23 “My prayer is not for them alone. I 
pray also for those who will believe in me through 
their message, 21 that all of them may be one, 
Father, just as you are in me and I am in you. 
May they also be in us so that the world may be-
lieve that you have sent me. …May they be 
brought to complete unity to let the world know 
that you sent me and have loved them even as 
you have loved me.”  
 
Phil 4:2-9 - I plead with Euodia and I plead with 
Syntyche to agree with each other in the Lord. 3 
Yes, and I ask you, loyal yokefellow, help these 
women who have contended at my side in the 
cause of the gospel, along with Clement and the 
rest of my fellow workers, whose names are in 
the book of life.  4 Rejoice in the Lord always. I 
will say it again: Rejoice!

schemes. 12 For our struggle is not against flesh 
and blood, but against the rulers, against the au-
thorities, against the powers of this dark world 
and against the spiritual forces of evil in the 
heavenly realms. 13 Therefore put on the full ar-
mor of God, so that when the day of evil comes, 
you may be able to stand your ground, and after 
you have done everything, to stand. 14 Stand 
firm then, with the belt of truth buckled around 
your waist, with the breastplate of righteousness 
in place, 15 and with your feet fitted with the 
readiness that comes from the gospel of peace. 
16 In addition to all this, take up the shield of 
faith, with which you can extinguish all the flam-
ing arrows of the evil one. 17 Take the helmet of 
salvation and the sword of the Spirit, which is the 
word of God. 18 And pray in the Spirit on all oc-
casions with all kinds of prayers and requests. 
With this in mind, be alert and always keep on 
praying for all the saints.
